What is Clinical Pastoral Education (CPE)? 

CPE is an intensive and practical training program in pastoral/spiritual care using an action/ 

reflection model of learning, supplemented with teaching sessions and reading. Participants will 

explore how to be present to others who are experiencing distress and how to offer grounded 

spiritual interventions informed by self-awareness, one’s own faith background and best practice. 

 

CPE consists of a minimum 400 hours of learning made up of:  

200  hours of placement    90   hours of group work 

10   hours of individual supervision   100 hours of reading, reflection and preparation 

 

 
Details     NOTE: This unit is for people with experience offering pastoral care. 
 

An online CPE unit facilitated by Helen Vester, an experienced CPE Educator. 

Dates: 4 February – 30 September 2027 

Group work:   Group days will be conducted online every second Thursday, starting 4 February. 

Attendance at group days is compulsory as classes are not recorded. 

Individual supervision: 10 hours of individual supervision are included. Times to be negotiated. 

Placement: 200 hours in a pastoral setting, including 100 hours of actual pastoral care. 

Average 6 hours/week. 

Cost:  $3000 (If enrolled through the University of Divinity, FEE Help is available and Uni fees apply.)
